3. Eligibility: This Tournament is open to all Bowlers who have paid their 2022 registration fee with Tenpin
Bowling Association of Townsville Inc. and who are currently bowling in an accredited league at Townsville
Tenpin & Fun Centre. A “Junior” is defined as a bowler who has not reached the age of 18 years on
January 1st of the current year.

A “Senior” is defined as a bowler who must attain the age of 50 years or above in the year of the competition.

4, In each grade except Bumpers each entrant in will bowl 3 games in each Singles and Doubles and Teams
in one block, changing lanes after each 3 games.

16.  Dress Code for Championships and Masters.
